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INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE

The Model 381 switch connector is prewired
to a 5.48 m (18 f) length of standard
Electro-Voice broadcast cable. Due to the
many varigties of “'standard” connectors
used in different applications, a connector is
not provided for the other end of the cable.
In wiring the naked cable end, it should be
remembered that the shield of the cable
corresponds to Pin 1 in the switch
connector, the RED insulated lead
corresponds to Pin 2, and the BLUE
insulated lead corresponds to Pin 3. Pin 2
on all Electro-Voice microphanes is
considered to be the "hol" or positive lead.

The switch connector is inserted into the
microphone as a normal connector would be
and may be used in that position as an
integral on/off switch. Moving the switch to the
“off" postion shorts the two microphone leads
(Pins 2 and 3), turning the microphone oft
without causing annoying pops or line noise
